THE BRIDGE WAS ORIGINALLY
BUILT IN THE EARLY 1900S

IN THE 1950'S THE ORIGINAL
TIMBER BRIDGE WAS REMOVED
AND REPLACED TO THREAD THROUGH
THE ALASKAN WAY VIADUCT

SO WORKERS COULD PASS OVER
THE RAILROAD TRACKS ON ALASKAN WAY

IWITH THE REMOVAL I
OF THE VIADUCT IN 2019
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® A TEMPORARY BRIDGE

HISTORICALLY, THE BRIDGE SERVED OVER
5 MILLION PEOPLE ANNUALLY
